2. Declarations of Interest – Mr Sullivan declared an interest in item 8.1 as an employee of Langely School.  Mr Watson declared and interest in item 8.3 as the applicant.

4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – Minutes were signed as an accurate record of the Annual Parish Council Meeting, Annual Parish Meeting and General Meeting held on 3 May 2016.

Matters for Discussion:
5.1 Queens 90th Birthday Celebrations: It was agreed to order approx 300 items for the BBQ on Sunday and charge £2.50 per item for non residents and for a second item.  It was agreed to sell ice creams, Frances to take forward.  Meet from 9.30am onwards to erect the marquees and set up.  Bunting will be collected Thursday by Richard from Loddon Parish Council.  Parking cones will be delivered on 11 June.  Clerk will purchase stock for Bar and take costs from profit on the day.  Langley Abbey donated 4 tickets for the polo tournament in addition to donating £100.  The Barber shop in Chedgrave donated a haircut for the raffle.  Tesco donated £20 which has been used to fill a hamper for the Resident Booklet prize.  DRS Plumbing and Heating, Loddon Motor Tec and In a Spin Cycles each donated £20.  Parking on the field next to the Village Hall has been agreed with the owner.  Raffle tickets to be sold on the day with profits going to the Playground fund.  A complaint had been received by e-mail about the misspelling of the Queen’s name in the booklet, the timings and use of past information.  (Clerk will confirm that Catering will be ready from 1pm).  The Parish apologises for any errors, Frances to contact the complainant to discuss.

5.2 District Councillor Grant: It was agreed not to pursue funding for a projector at present, it was noted that replacement bulbs for projectors are very costly.  The permanent purchase of a Vehicle Activated Sign solely for the Parish was discussed and agreed to put on next agenda.

13.  Parish Councillors Report’s: 
· Mr Watson visited Bergh Apton Telephone box and shared Photos, it has shelving, maps, Walk routes and books and is well laid out.  Mr Watson has sourced some plywood which he will secure with batons.  A Sign ‘Community Library’ was discussed. 
· Mr Timmins reported that the Playground subcommittee had met and agreed phase 3 should include the Adult Play equipment, Zip wire and trim trail – following feedback from the surveys. These items are new to the park therefore a Wren Grant may be available.   All agreed the subcommittee to continue with Wren application. The subcommittee discussed painting the existing equipment and benches bright colours following feedback from the survey, this will also prolong lifespan, it was agreed to discuss this after the Play equipment inspection. 
· Mr Timmins asked for the Sam2 Vehicle Activated sign to be added to the Asset Register – Clerk to amend.
· Mr Caston reported that the pot holes on Lower Hardley Road near the church are in need of urgent repair – Clerk to report.  Mr Caston passed on his apologies for missing the Queen’s Birthday celebration event due to being on holiday. 
· Mr Watson asked if the pot holes and side of the road near Lutkins’ Street Farm could be reported, it is difficult to pass there and the edge of the road is in need of attention.
