1. Apologies for Absence – Mr S Frost (Vice-Chair) – grandson unwell; Mr D Blake (District Councillor).
2. Declarations of Interest – None.
3. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – The minutes were approved and signed as an accurate record of the meeting. 

4. Matters Arising:
4.1 New equipment for playing field and playing field sign – Councillors had considered the information circulated.  It was agreed that equipment for adults should definitely be included.  It was agreed that a public consultation would be held at 10.00 am on Saturday 26 May.  Following the consultation, when it is known exactly what we would like to purchase, a grant application can be made.
4.2 Cleaning of playing field equipment – The local Scouts had recently contacted the Clerk to see if there was anything they could do for us during Scouts Community Week.  The Clerk had suggested they could help Councillors with the cleaning of the playing field equipment.  It was agreed that all available Councillors and the Scouts would clean the equipment at 10 am on Saturday 19 May.  Clerk to liaise with Scout leader.
4.3 Jubilee commemorative gifts for residents of the Parish – The medallions have been ordered and should arrive in two weeks.
4.4 Joint Jubilee celebrations with Chedgrave Parish Council – No new information available.
4.5 Leaflet for walks in the Parish – Mr Sullivan has applied for a grant and expects to hear within two weeks.
4.6 Repairs to Village Sign post – The bottom of the post is rotting caused by water ingress.  Groove and flashing could be the solution.  Mr Sullivan to see if someone can carry out the work for us.

4.7 Donation to Chet News – Councillors voiced concerns over the quality of the publication – two Councillors’ names had been omitted from the last publication.  It was suggested that the publication consider merging with the Contact magazine.  A £35 donation was agreed.  Clerk to write to the Editor.
5. Clerk's Report:

· Councillor’s thanked Kevin Knights for installing the dog waste bin near the playing field without charge.
· Highway and Community Rangers had been contacted with a list of issues including the flooding on Hardley Street which floods considerably when it rains – Highway Engineer to put grips in to direct water into the pasture at Street Farm.

· Risk Register: Clerk provided Councillors with a copy of the register so they can actively monitor risks.

· Asset Register: Updated document provided to Councillors for information.
· It was agreed that a leaflet be distributed by Councillors to all houses in the parish with information about the Jubilee celebrations, the consultation on the playing field equipment and the Jubilee medallions.  Clerk to produce leaflet.
