1. Apologies for Absence – Mrs L Starman (unwell).
2. Declarations of Interest – None.
3. Minutes of the Previous Meetings held 7 May 2013 – The minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting, the Annual Parish Council Meeting and the May Parish Council Meeting were approved and signed as an accurate record of the meeting. 
Agenda items were taken out of order to allow Mr Morris to leave the meeting.

Accounts for the financial year 2012/13 – Report from Arthur Morris, Internal Auditor
Mr Morris referred to his Internal Audit report of the Parish Council’s accounts and confirmed that everything was in order, there were no issues to raise and he had signed the Annual Return.
The Annual Return was signed by the Chairman and Clerk.

4. Matters Arising:
4.1 Repairs to Hardley War Memorial – The memorial needs cleaning.  Clerk to ask Stephen Hayward at Norfolk County Council to look into it.
5. Clerk's Report:
· The advert for a Parish Councillor was not placed in the Chet News and Contact Magazine as the copy deadline had been missed.  Councillors decided that rather than delay the co-option any further, Clerk to invite the two people who had expressed an interest to the next meeting in July.   Councillors would then vote to elect the successful applicant.
· South Norfolk have asked their grounds maintenance team to install a new Recycling sign at the Recycling Centre.

· In response to our request regarding signs for dog fouling at Langley Staithe, South Norfolk advised that they do not supply dog bins and the only signs they have for dog fouling are normally fitted to lampposts.  Suggest we ask the owner of Langley Staithe to pay for the emptying of a bin if the Parish Council installs one. Clerk to contact owner of Langley Staithe.
· Damage to Phonebox reported to BT – no response.

· A number of complaints had been received regarding the grass cutting.  It was noted that it is not cut often enough and even after cutting looks like it needs cutting again.  Clerk to contact James Brett.
6. Correspondence:
· Broadland Environmental Services Ltd – Consultation in advance of planning application regarding the transportation of flood bank materials from Beccles to Langley Dyke:  Councillors considered that the floodbank should be improved.  Considerable debate took place regarding the material sourcing and of the options presented, it was felt the preferred one was 3b Rectory Lane, then Langley Road.  It was also felt that movements should only take place between 9.30 am and 2.30 pm.

7.2 South Norfolk 2013/0718 – Staithe House, Langley Street, Langley NR14 6AD – Certificate of lawfulness for an existing use of land as a residential garden and vehicular access off Loddon Road – No issue with use of land as a garden but do not approve the vehicular access off Loddon Road, as it’s dangerous to join the road here
7.3 Decision: Approved with 9 conditions: Broads Authority BA/2013/0035/FUL – Environment Agency – Compartment 19, Right Bank of the River Yare between Carleton Beck and Langley Dyke – Flood defence works including strengthening/rollback of floodbanks, soke dyke excavation with a temporary site compound and associated engineering works 
7.4 Decision: Approved with 12 conditions: Broads Authority BA/2013/0061/FUL – Environment Agency – Compartment 22, Right Bank of the River Chet between Pyes Mill and Nogdam End, Loddon – Flood defence works consisting of floodbank rollback, soke dyke excavation for material sourcing and riverside piling removal with temporary site compound and associated engineering works

9. County Councillor's Report: 
· Surface dressing has taken place in Loddon.  Other sites would be done in the next week.
· 10 buses an hour are now travelling through Loddon and this is causing traffic issues.  Mr Gunson and Loddon Parish Council are meeting with the bus companies to discuss the issue.

· The pothole programme will take place earlier this year.

· Drain work is now complete in Loddon.

· Grass cutting of verges has started.

· All funding for Vehicle Activated Signs has been allocated.

· It was noted that Hardley Road was recently closed for three days, but work only took place on the last half day.

10. District Councillor's Report: Not available.
11. Police Report: An annual reported dated 23 May had been provided by the Safer Neighbourhood Team – Loddon.  It advised that over the past 12 months:
· There had been 8 crimes in Langley – none in Hardley

· 7 theft from vehicle other than motor vehicle

· 1 theft if not classified elsewhere

· There had been a total of 58 incident calls from Langley – 11 calls from Hardley

12. Councillor’s Reports:

· Mrs Kirkpatrick: The boards have been repaired in the Bird Hide, but there is still a lot of rotten wood.  The Parish Council agreed to pay for the replacement wood.
· Steven Hayward, Norfolk County Council Surveyor had looked at Langley Cross and felt that the base post and railings all need repair.  Grant funding can probably be obtained but applications would have to be made by the land owner.  Arrange for the forms to be completed for signature by the landowner.  Mrs Kirkpatrick to progress.
· South Norfolk had not published the decision regarding the planning application made by Langley School.  Clerk to follow up.
· Mr Rockley noted that the Village Hall windows were not a like-for-like replacement.

· Mr Frost: Langley Abbey is now closed to visitors.  Mr Sullivan to make enquiries.
· A field seems to have been changed from an agricultural field to a polo field by Langley Abbey, but a planning application has not been seen by the Council.  Clerk to check with South Norfolk.
· Mr Sullivan: A wedding and a concert had recently taken place at Langley Church.
