1. Apologies for Absence – None.
2. Declarations of Interest – None.
3. Minutes of the Previous Meetings held 4 June 2013 – Mr Rockley asked for an addition to the notes regarding the replacement Village Hall windows.  The minutes were then approved and signed as an accurate record of the meeting. 
4. Matters Arising:
4.1 Co-option to fill Casual Vacancy – Although two residents had expressed an interest in joining the Parish Council, at the last minute one had advised that they could not attend the meeting but had not made it clear whether her application was withdrawn.  It was therefore decided that both candidates should be voted on, by a show of hands.

Mr Timmins was duly co-opted onto the Parish Council and he and Clerk signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office.  Mr Timmins was provided with a Register of Interests Form for his completion.  Other Parish Councillors were reminded that these need to be completed and sent to South Norfolk if they hadn’t already done so.
5. Clerk's Report:
· Grass Cutting: James Brett had advised the Clerk that he had purchased a ride on mower which would allow him to get on top of the grass cutting.

· Polo field at Langley Abbey: Clerk had advised South Norfolk about the change of use and an enforcement officer would be visiting the site.

· Dog bin at Langley Staithe: Clerk had spoken to the owner’s brother who would make enquiries and respond.

· Hardley War Memorial: An email had been sent to Stephen Heyward at Norfolk County Council asking for help with renovating the memorial.  He suggested the Parish Council apply to the War Memorials Trust for a grant.  Clerk and Mr Caston to pursue an application.
· Highway Rangers: Clerk to ask them to clear glass around bottle banks, check for visibility of traffic signs, remove overgrown vegetation to ensure clear access to footpaths.
· District Councillor, Derek Blake: An email had been received from Mr Blake to say he was recovering.  It is hoped he will be well enough to attend the September meeting. 
· Langley Dyke – Flood Defence Improvement Works: BESL have submitted a planning application to the Broads Authority with the proposal to use Rectory Lane for both the inbound and outbound trips.  In addition to the timing restriction they will ensure that inbound and outbound lorries will only pass each other on the A146 rather than on any of the minor roads.  The Broads Authority will be formally consulting the Parish Council on the revised plans.

· Broads Authority requested information about waterside chalet buildings in the parish.  However the Parish does not have any.

9. County Councillor's Report: 
· Staithe Road remedial work had not been carried out yet.
· The high number of buses through Loddon continues.  Loddon residents had expressed mixed views.  It was hoped the situation would soon be resolved.

· Loddon Day Centre had suffered a reduction in numbers due to the changes in Norfolk County Council qualifying criteria.

· Mr Gunson continues to request a 50 mph restriction at Hellington.
· Some concerns had been raised about the depth of the River Chet, but they seemed to be without evidence.  There have been some very low tides recently.

· Hobart High School had recently been inspected by Ofsted and the outcome was awaited.

· There was considerable discussion about the use of the Village Hall car park by patrons of the Hardley Windmill.  Mr Frost agreed to meet the Mill Management Committee to resolve the issue.
· Some conifers within a private garden are obscuring traffic at the junction between High Bungay Road and the A146.  Mr Gunson to investigate.

· Mrs Starman had recently met with East of England Co-op and the defibrillator should be installed in August.

· Mrs Kirkpatrick: Stephen Hayward, Norfolk County Council Surveyor and a colleague had looked at Langley Cross and felt that the base post and railings all need repair this year. 
· Access to Hardley Cross is still closed as two gates have to be climbed over.
· Mr Sullivan: Langley Abbey only has to open 4 days a year.  Entrance can be booked via the website for the Mercury Theatre in Colchester; however, only three days are listed.
· St Michael’s Church will be open at the end of July and the first two weeks in August.
· Grass cutting issues at Hardley Church will be resolved soon.
