Minutes of Meeting

held 7.30 pm Tuesday 1 October 2013 at Langley with Hardley Village Hall

Councillors present:

1. Apologies for Absence – Mr R Rockley (work commitments).
2. Declarations of Interest – None.
3. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – It was noted that a whole section has been missed out of the minutes.  The Clerk apologised for the error and suggested that rather than try to write the section during the meeting, she would add the missing section and prepare the minutes for signature at the next meeting.  The Parish Council agreed.

Mr Sullivan also requested further clarification regarding the use of the slipway at Hardley Staithe, as he was aware of a resident of the Parish being challenged when he was using it to launch a kayak.  The Parish Council is of the understanding that residents are entitled to use the Staithe/slipway for loading/unloading or launching (but not for mooring).   Clerk to try to find out what the rules of access are.
4. Matters Arising:
4.1 Update on installation of defibrillator at the Village Hall – The contract needed to specify who would be responsible for checking the defibrillator on a regular basis.  It was suggested that the Village Hall cleaner could check it on a weekly basis.  Mrs Starman to arrange for the contract to be signed by the Village Hall Management Committee.  It was agreed that residents should be told about the installation.  Clerk to draft an item for inclusion in the Chet News for publication when the equipment has been installed.
4.2 Setting up an Oil Buying Group via Norfolk Rural Community Council – It was agreed that the Clerk set up the oil buying group so that residents of the parish can purchase cheaper fuel.  Clerk to make the necessary arrangements to set up the buying group and prepare an article for the Chet News.
5. Clerk's Report:
· Standards Training: Dates were considered for training in October/November – Clerk to make arrangements.
· Hedge Cutting had not been carried out.  Clerk to remind James Brett to carry out hedge cutting as soon as possible.
· Polo field at Langley Abbey: Clerk has sent an email sent to South Norfolk’s Enforcement Officer, asking him to look into a possible misuse of the land for weddings and parties.  South Norfolk’s Licensing & Enforcement Officer had requested more details, eg was alcohol being sold and when did the events take place.

· Staithe House: Clerk had emailed South Norfolk’s Enforcement Officer asking him to investigate the building work taking place at the property.  Clerk to chase up a response.
· 2014 Meeting Dates: The suggested dates were agreed.
· Dog bin at Langley Staithe: Our contact advised that if we haven’t heard from the landowner it’s because she doesn’t want to put a bin in.

· Chedgrave Parish Council wanted the Parish Council to be aware of a situation affecting FP5 Footpath which leads into LwH FP10.  Some residents of Chedgrave Common had fenced across the footpath but had now removed the fencing.
· Hardley War Memorial: The War Memorials Trust had advised that from the information and photographs submitted the project is likely to be eligible for the Small Grants Scheme.  Clerk and Mr Caston to fill in forms and get quotes.

· An application has been received for planning permission for 200 houses behind the doctors surgery in Loddon.  A public meeting will be held by Loddon Parish Council this week.  Although the District Council’s Local Development Framework is not yet approved, the development may get permission as there is little space for building in Norwich.
