Minutes of Meeting

held 7.30 pm Tuesday 7 January 2014 at Langley with Hardley Village Hall

Councillors present:

1. Apologies for Absence – None.
2. Declarations of Interest – Mr Frost declared an interest in item 8.3 as the applicant is his cousin.  Mr Sullivan declared an interest in items 8.4 and 8.5 as he is an employee of Langley School.

3. Dispensations for Disclosable Pecuniary Interests – None. 
4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – The minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting.  
5. Matters Arising:
5.1 Draft Revised Standing Orders – The Clerk tabled a draft for consideration by Councillors based on the model Standing Orders provided by Norfolk Association of Local Councils.  Councillors were asked to provide the Clerk with any feedback or suggested amendments so that the document could be finalised and approved by the Parish Council.
6. Clerk's Report:
· Hedge Cutting: Is now complete and full bill settled.  An email had been received from a resident expressing their disappointment in the reduction in height of the hedge.

The advert for the 2014 tender will not appear until the February editions of Chet News and Contact (£6 charge) as both publications had a double edition for December/January.  It was therefore agreed that the deadline should be extended from 28 February to mid March.
· Grit Bin, top of Gentleman’s Walk: Mrs Starman had advised the Clerk that the grit bin had been obliterated by a car on 28 December.  A new bin was ordered and arrived on 6 January – we are now waiting for Highways to position and fill it.  Clerk has contacted Norfolk Police to see if there is any chance of the driver of the car paying for the replacement.

· Parish Partnership Bid for Vehicle Activated Sign(VAS): NCC have considered the sites we suggested and advised that existing posts could be used in two locations:  

· Langley Green, Langley

· Langley Street, Langley

Three of the four parish councils contacted about sharing a sign had declined the offer, and the remaining council was unlikely to proceed.  It was therefore agreed that we would not proceed with an application without another parish council to share the costs.
· Phone Box: Has now been fixed.

· Consultation on the Broads Authority’s draft Strategic Priorities for 2014/15 – add to next month’s agenda.

8. Planning:
8.1 Broads Authority BA/2013/0362/FUL – Mr Ricky Buckner – Moonstone, 28 Hardley Street, Hardley, Norwich – Retrospective application to add two skylights in existing flat roof – Approved – improvement to property and no visual impact.
8.2 South Norfolk 2013/2148 – Gary Hayes – Staithe House, Langley Street, Langley – Retention of cart lodge – Approved (voted 5 for and 2 against) with comments: the building is within the Langley Abbey conservation area so have the Broads Authority been consulted?  We do not believe that the drawing submitted gives a true picture as there is a building missing from the drawings.  The Parish Council would also ask that a condition of the approval is that the building remains an ancillary building to Staithe House, ie that it does not become a separate dwelling.
