5. Matters Arising:
5.1 Draft Revised Standing Orders – Councillors reviewed the document in detail and made various revisions.  Clerk to revise document and circulate to all Councillors for formal adoption at next meeting.
5.2 Risk Register and Asset Register – These two documents were reviewed by Councillors.  No changes were made to the Asset Register.  Some amendments were made to the Risk Register.  Clerk to amend and circulate to Councillors for their records.

County Councillor's Report: 

· Mr Gunson noted that the joint Parish Partnership bid had been successful.

· Some potholes had been repaired but not all of them.

· Work on the south bank of the River Chet continues to progress well.

· Norfolk County Council are asking BESL to re-do the easy access path in Chedgrave.

· Better Broadband for Norfolk: Councillors advised Mr Gunson that speeds of 3.5 Mbps were being achieved.

6. Clerk's Report:
· Broads Authority Draft Strategic Priorities: The Council’s response was sent back with a request for the Broads Authority to provide updates to the Parish Council at least yearly.  Broads Authority immediately responded and invited Councillors to attend a public event on 19 March.
· Grit Bin, top of Gentleman’s Walk: A cheque has been received from Direct Line and banked.

· World War I Commemorations: Hardley Parochial Church Council gave their permission for the poppy seeds to be scattered at St Margaret’s Church.  Poppy seeds were given to Mr Sullivan and Mr Caston to be scattered at the two churchyards.

· Potholes: A letter was sent to David Harrison Cabinet Member for Environment, Transport, Development & Waste at Norfolk County Council, with a copy to Mr Gunson.  Mr Harrison forwarded the letter to a manager at Highways.
· Grass & Hedge Cutting: Two tenders had been received so far.
