1. To elect the Chairman – Mr Caston proposed Mr Sullivan continue as Chairman, this was seconded by Mrs Starman.  All agreed.
2. To elect the Vice-Chairman – Mr Sullivan proposed Mr Frost continue as Vice-Chairman, this was seconded Mrs Kirkpatrick.  All agreed.
3. To elect the Responsible Finance Officer – Mrs Starman proposed the Clerk, seconded by Mrs Kirkpatrick.  All agreed.
4. Delivery by Councillors of their declarations of acceptance of office – Mr Sullivan signed his declaration but as Mr Frost was absent, Clerk to arrange for Mr Frost to sign his declaration as soon as possible.
5. Confirmation of the accuracy of the minutes of the last annual meeting of the Council – The minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting.
6. Review and adoption of appropriate standing orders and financial regulations – The Standing Orders were recently approved and did not require review.  New Financial Regulations were considered by Councillors, and were adopted with one slight revision.  Clerk to provide Councillors with a copy of the final document and publish on the website.
7. Review of inventory of land and assets including buildings and office equipment – The Asset Register was recently reviewed and did not require any further update.
8. Review and confirmation of arrangements for insurance cover in respect of all insured risks – The Clerk had received two quotes for insurance cover: one from Aviva, the existing insurer, and one from Zurich Municipal.  It was agreed that the Zurich Municipal policy, with the 3 year long term agreement, should be taken on as it was around £200 cheaper.
Further discussion took place regarding ownership of the two war memorials in the parish and whether they needed to be on the insurance policy.  It was believed that the one in Hardley Churchyard belongs to Hardley Parochial Church Council, although the Parish Council is responsible for the upkeep.  However, it was unclear who owned the Langley war memorial.  Clerk to make enquiries and add to the insurance policy if necessary.
9. Review of the Council’s and/or employees’ memberships of other bodies – The list was reviewed.  No further memberships were deemed necessary.
10. Establishing or reviewing the Council’s complaints procedure – The Clerk had provided a draft document.  It was agreed that the review of this document would be deferred to the June meeting.
11. Establishing or reviewing the Council’s procedures for handling requests made under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and the Data Protection Act 1998 – The Clerk had provided a draft Publication Scheme document.  It was agreed that the document should be adopted and published.
12. Establishing or reviewing the Council’s policy for dealing with the press/media – The Clerk was in the process of developing a draft for approval by Councillors.  Defer to June meeting.
13. Setting the dates, times and place of ordinary meetings of the full Council for the year ahead – The dates provided by the Clerk were approved.
