Minutes of Meeting

held 7.30pm Tuesday 2 December 2014 at Langley with Hardley Village Hall

Councillors present:
Mr N Sullivan (Chair), Mrs F Kirkpatrick, Mr A Timmins, Mr S Frost, (Vice-Chair).
Also present:
Lisa Collins (Clerk), John Wheeler (Tree Warden), 2 Members of the public
Mr Sullivan passed on the Condolences of the Parish Council to Mrs Kirkpatrick for the loss of Aiden her husband, who passed away a week ago.  He will be sadly missed and remembered for all his work within the community including the Langley with Hardley Map and involvement in the recent Jubilee celebrations.
1. Apologies for Absence – Mrs L Starman (unwell), Mr Mike Caston (work commitments), Mr R Rockley, Mr Adrian Gunson, Mr Derek Blake 
2. Declarations of Interest – Mr S Frost declared an interest in item 8.1.  Mr Sullivan declared an interest in item 8.2 as he is an employee of Langley School.
3. Dispensations for Disclosable Pecuniary Interests – None. 
4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting –The minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting.
5. Matters Arising:
Playground – Mr Timmins had obtained 3 quotes as agreed at the last meeting for all equipment being replaced to include installation. Quotes are NGF £915+ VAT, Potter & Harwin £720 inclusive of VAT and Dean Baldry who is unable to undertake the work at present. Mr Timmins reported that he has used Potter and Harwin in the past and found them to be reliable.  
Dean Baldry submitted a quote of £415 for the materials and labour to repair the Slide/Climbing frame, the quote included extra work on runway slopes which was not originally asked for.  It was agreed to accept Potter & Harwin’s quote for the swing and Mr Timmins to ask them to quote for the Slide/Climbing frame repair.  Online company Hexadeck could supply the board cheaper but we would still have to find someone to install.

A Sub Committee will be set up to look at putting together a bid for new Playground equipment.  Mr Timmins, Mrs Starman and Lisa Collins (Clerk) will start this.  Mr Timmins asked Mr Sullivan to inform Mr Derek Blake (District Councillor) about our intentions and enquire about any bids/funding.
6. Clerk's Report:
· Highways e-mailed regarding ‘40’ sign opposite Staithe House which is still in need of repair.  Grit bin still not in position.  The drain at the end of Church Lane, Hardley needs to be inspected due to prolonged flooding.  Highways are aware of the ‘40’ sign, and stated that the grit bin will be replaced and filled in early December and that the drain at the bottom of Church Lane woulbe checked and a supervisor would call in on Mr Caston.
· Replied to Richard Bacon confirming we support his ‘Community Right to Reduce Speed’ initiative in principle and happy to be added to his public list of supporters.
· The Police reported a Road Traffic accident at Langley War Memorial on 5th December causing some damage to the fencing (Police ref no. NC05112014420). No Insurance claim has been made as the fencing has been repaired. However following a call to Zurich Insurance it appears the War Memorial itself is not insured.  Agreed Clerk to arrange cover within existing policy for replacement cost.
· John Wheeler accepted the post of Tree Warden for Langley with Hardley, South Norfolk Council were notified.
· South Norfolk thanked us for our views on the proposals to cease sending full scale plans for consultation on planning applications.  From 1st December 2014 the plans will be sent at a much reduced size of either A3 or A4.
· Letter forwarded to Chet news requesting A4 size advert to go in the 2015 first edition advertising the Bulk Buy scheme and inviting Tenders for next year’s Grass cutting.  Mr Frost to directly approach local resident who has expressed an interest in quoting for churchyard grass cutting only.
· Wren applications were printed for Mr Timmins regarding the proposed Playground works.
· Local resident rang wanting more information on the Oil Bulk buy scheme
· Rang Mazaars following receipt of annual return (copy included in Correspondence) for year ending 31/03/14.  It has to be displayed for 14 days on the public notice board.  Comments made were to record the Assets at purchase price not depreciated cost.
· Sara Jenkins e-mailed for help by the Scouts in cleaning the playground.
· We did not donate to Norfolk Accident Rescue Service last year.  During 2013/2014 we donated a total of £410 to Chet News, St Margaret’s Church, Age UK and Royal British Legion.  During 2014/2015 to date we have donated a total of £600 to Chet News, EACH and St Margaret’s Church.
· Parish Council copied in to an e-mail sent to South Norfolk by local resident regarding the amended drawings submitted by Mr Hayes (ref 2014/1906), repeating his stong objections and stating that he feels there to be little difference from the original plans.
· Quote from Fairhaven received to doff clean, re-point any open joints and apply Algo Bio Inhibitor -  Langley War Memorial £1120 + VAT.  Hardley Church Yard War Memorial £810 + VAT. Any letters needing re-cutting would be charged at £10 + VAT per letter.  Clerk to count the number of letters on each memorial to estimate costs.
· New pay scales for Clerks introduced nationally from 1/1/15.  Hourly rate increasing from £8.428 to £8.613.
· E-mail received from Aylsham Town Clerk asking if we had used the General Power of Competence, the answer was No – Clerk to respond.

8. Planning:
8.1 Application: 2014/2303 Land adjacent to Street Farm Langley Green, Langley, Norfolk: Proposed Stockman’s dwelling (residential/Agricultural) – Approved the plans look good, it will tidy up an untidy agricultural area.
8.2 Decisions: Approval of details - South Norfolk 2014/1939 – Langley School, Langley Park, Chedgrave, Norwich, NR14 6BJ.  Discharge of conditions 3, 7, 8 & 12 of planning permission 2013/015 – Archaeology, details of surface materials, external lighting and details of lockable bollards/restricted entry areas.  -  No Comments – Approved decision.
9. Finance:
9.1 Consider Budget & Precept for financial year 2015/16 – Councillors to consider Budget v Actual and discuss Precept at next meeting. Clerk asked them to consider cost of Playground and War memorial projects in 2015/16. Estimates show we are likely to break even or have a small deficit at the end of this financial year. If we budget the same precept next year, with similar costs we will run at a loss.  Precepts are being sent week commencing 15 December 2015 for discussion and decision in January’s Meeting.
9.2 On line banking agreed.  Two signatories signed Barclays form to give Clerk access to make BACS payments.

· Mr Gunson apologised for his absence.  He reported discussions are still taking place between the County Council team and Broads Environmental Services Ltd about the best method of improving the Wherryman’s Way path between Pits Lane Chedgrave and Chedgrave Common. Feedback is awaited from two engineers who are looking at the rest o the footpath route.  The advertising of the proposed 50mph speed limit on the Trowse Bypass has been delayed temporarily for budgetary reasons but is hoped to go ahead shortly.

Clerk to enquire with Loddon and Chedgrave Councils on funding and how we may be able to benefit from some in our Village. · Mr Frost thought the flooding at the bottom of Church Lane Hardley has not been resolved.  Clerk to check update with Mr Caston before escalating to Highways.

· Mr Sullivan stated there is a Candlelit Carol Service 6:30pm on Wednesday 10 December at Langley Church and Carol Service at St Margaret’s Church, Hardley 7:30pm on Tuesday 16 December 2014.
