2. Declarations of Interest – None.
3. Dispensations for Disclosable Pecuniary Interests – None. 

4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – The minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting. 
5. Clerk's Report:
War Memorial -11 positive responses from residents regarding sponsoring the re-cutting of letters on the War Memorial.  Total pledged to date is £278. Perfitt’s have been chased for their quote. Information received from War Memorial Trust, report will be given next meeting.
Community Emergency Plans - 10 Community Emergency Plans returned offering assistance if needed.

Oil Bulk Buy Scheme -1 request for further details of the Oil bulk buy scheme.

Precept - Form completed.  Acknowledgement received from South Norfolk District Council.

Thank you - Letter received from Pamela Smith, Secretary for PCC of St Margaret’s Church, Hardley, thanking Parish Council for donation.

Notice Board - To purchase a Notice board the same as in Loddon and Chedgrave from the same supplier would be £2,624.  A better quality sign than we currently have was found and quotes forwarded to Mr Sullivan and Derek Blake.  Mr Blake requested we forward the written quote of £740 immediately to secure funding towards the project.  Clerk agreed to do this following the meeting.
Highways - Assurance was given that the grit bin would be filled shortly.  Residents have complained stating they have reported the empty bin to County Council and were told it was the Parish’s responsibility.  Query has been raised again with Highways.  The broken pipe in Hardley was raised again with Highways who confirm that Defect: 879799 should be repaired within 3 weeks.  Clerk to check progress of this at request of councillors, following the recent flooding of the road again.
Playground – Potter and Harwin responded to say they will be able to start the repair work shortly and will give a firm date nearer the time.

Ranger Visit – The next Highways ranger visit is planned.  Requested they clear some of the mud on the roads, clean the road signs and repair the fallen sign outside Staithe farm.
Anglian Water – Two residents were cut off in Langley with Hardley during January.  The Parish Council does not qualify for any recompense.  Affected residents have received credit on their accounts as an apology.

Eastern Rivers Community Gym – Letter received asking for donation.  Derek Blake explained they are looking to improve storage and toilet facilities.  Councillors agreed that due to our own ongoing projects, we are unable to donate at this time.

Chet News – Information on the Bulk Buy Scheme, Tender advertisement and Playground consultation went into Chet News.

Resident Complaint – Complain received about one of the bollards on Gentleman’s walk being too near the road and preventing cars from pulling in.  Clerk to raise with Highways.

9. County Councillors report:
Mr Gunson apologised for his absence.  He reported

· As a result of pressure a small number of changes are being made to the X2 service to improved the punctuality and reliability issues.
· The County Council is now proceeding with the enforcement of a 50mph speed limit on the Trowse bypass during 2015/16 financial year.
· Easy access path to Chedgrave Common.  Russell Wilson of the County Council is coordinating activity on this project, which is now part of a larger project regarding access issues for Wherryman’s Way access issues.  Russell Wilson met with BESL and is due to meet with Environment Agency on 30th January to discuss crest raising on the first section between Chedgrave and Chedgrave Common.
· Expressed support for Chedgrave’s SAM2 sign bid.
· Work is starting on bringing faster broadband to Chedgrave later this year.
10. District Councillors report:
· New homes bonus changed to new system CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy).  Last year South Norfolk was top in the old system and 2nd this year under the new system.  A new government could change the systems which will mean a decrease in revenue for the Council. Other areas in the Country have had no new builds and have many empty houses resulting in little or no income.  South Norfolk are allocating the money in the pot.  10,400 homes in South Norfolk have applied for planning permission and not used it.
· Re-cycling – Increased from 8,500 to 13,500 tonnes per annum, it is likely to increase further now more can be put in the green bin.  Bergh Apton refuse site is losing money on the glass recycling as a result.
· Winter warmers – All packs have been given out.  Packs have already been pre-ordered for this year.

· Planning is pending on the Thurton garage site for 4 houses due to foundry noise.

· Planning on the land adjacent to Street Farm, Langley Green has been refused but may be considered by Broads Authority.

12. Councillors Reports
· Mr Timmins reported that the Playground refurbishment sub committee had met.  Advertising consultation is underway, posters are on the Playground, other Notice boards and details are in Chet news, Contact magazine and also on our website.  To start raising funds a quiz will be held at Langley with Hardley Village Hall on Friday 8 May 2015, 7.30pm with prizes for the winning team (teams of 6).  Buffet included – Agreed £6 per head.  Mrs Starman to draft poster and start advertising.  
· Mrs Kirkpatrick reported the telephone box is not being used and is in good order.  The Wherryman’s way path along the Chet (Chedgrave Common to the Flood) gets very flooded at high tide making it not unusable.  Clerk to bring to the attention of County Councillor.
· Mr Caston reported Nuttall’s huts at Hardley Staithe were broken into and petrol from boats had been stolen.  Please be vigilant.
· Mr Caston reported the broken pipe in Hardley has not been fixed.  The road and field has been flooded again Clerk to chase.

· Mrs Starman passed on photos of the 1997 Playground opening to Mr Timmins along with the original lease when the Village Hall took over the Playground to support a bid application.
· Mr Frost reported a low loader came down the village heading the wrong way for the Round House, delivering a new pump.  Is there anyway in the future large deliveries could be advised and pre-planned to avoid disruption and possible danger.  Mr Caston to take this forward.
· Mr Rockley feedback the data from the Vehicle Activated Sign.  24 November-7 December 2014 it was outside No.9 Langley Street, the maximum speed was 45mph with an 85th percentile speed of 30.9 (the count was out due to an overhanging branch).  5 – 18 January 2015 it was outside No.16 with a maximum speed recorded of 60mph, 85th percentile speed 34.5.
· Mr Sullivan stated that Snowdrop Sunday was taking place on Sunday 22 February between 2-4:30pm at Langley Church – where large numbers of snowdrops could be viewed.
13. Public Participation
· Mr John Wheeler (Tree Warden) reported the tree felling along the roadside has been carried out in conjunction with English Heritage.
· Mr Wheeler feels the 40mph speed limit on Langley Street is too high and should be reduced to 30mph.  Clerk to raise with County Councillor.
