Minutes of Meeting

held 7.30 pm Tuesday 3 March 2015 at Langley with Hardley Village Hall

1. Apologies for Absence –Mr A Gunson (County Councillor), Mr Sam Frost.
Chair asked if anyone had any objections to discussing Plans not on the Agenda for 2015/0361 Land Adjacent to Street Farm Langley Green, Langley.  Proposed Stockman’s dwelling (residential/agricultural - Revised application).  Plans arrived the day after the Agenda was published and planning are not able to extend the deadline.  No objections were voiced.
2. Declarations of Interest – None.
3. Dispensations for Disclosable Pecuniary Interests – None. 

4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – The Minutes were amended on page 4, Item 12 Councillors Reports.  Amended ‘average speed of 30.9’ to ‘85th percentile speed of 30.9’ and amended ‘average speed 34.5’ to ‘85th Percentile 34.5’.  Amendments will be printed and signed at the next meeting.  Otherwise an accurate record of the meeting.

5. Matters for discussion
5.1 Grass Cutting Tender – One Tender received jointly from G S Tractor Services and Dean Baldry Garden Maintenance.  All agreed to accept tender of £1050 for the 2015 season to maintain the specified grass and hedges.  Excellent feedback received from last year.  Additional Quote included of £850 for grass maintenance at Hardley Church, Quote to be forwarded to Church Committee. 
6.  Clerks Report:
Highways -Enquired with Highways regarding the Bollard on Gentleman’s Walk following resident’s comment and asked for an update on the broken pipe in Hardley, No response to date.  Mr Caston reported that the road has been flooded as a result of the broken pipe and that he had been assured it would be repaired promptly.  This had not happened.  Clerk to chase.   The Grit bin on Gentleman’s walk has been filled, however it has been placed in the old position instead of opposite No. 2 (to prevent damage).  It is now too heavy to move. Mr Rockley reported that a bollard on Gentleman’s Walk had blown over.
Issues reported to Adrian Gunson – As a result of the last meeting Adrian Gunson was advised of the flood along the Chet Wherryman’s Way and also feedback that residents feel that a speed of 40mph on Langley Street is too high.  Response received and feedback is in County Councillor’s report- Item 10.

Playground – Potter and Harwin should be starting the repair work within the next 2 weeks.

Elections – Information is coming through from South Norfolk Council.  Publication of Notice of Election will be sent by South Norfolk Council 23/3/15 with nominations commencing 24/3/15 until 9/4/15 (nominations must be handed in personally or by someone trusted to Council Offices in Long Stratton). Clerk asked if anyone wanted the nomination pack printed, all present asked for a printed pack to be delivered to them.  It is advised that nominations are delivered as soon as possible within the dates, so that should there be a problem with a submitted nomination there is sufficient time to resubmit a new nomination form if required. 

War Memorial – Quote received from HL Perfitt Ltd.  Langley War Memorial £845+ VAT.  Hardley War Memorial £1160+ VAT.  Queried Langley quote as it stated no re-cutting needed however some is required, awaiting response.  The War Memorial Trust have confirmed the pre-application for Langley was eligible.  The next stage is to complete an application for both and supply research.  Clerk to start this next process.  A further £110 has been pledged towards the re-cutting of letters, making an approx total pledged of £388.

Notice Board - £500 received from South Norfolk for the purchase of a New Notice board.  Clerk Contacted Stuff4Schools to confirm original quote of £647+VAT still valid, awaiting a response.  Clerk to obtain quotes for re-positioning the existing notice   board at the top of Hardley Street, near the Grit Bin and for installing the new Notice Board opposite the Village Hall.

Resident Correspondence – E-mail from Resident requesting the playground be made usable, the grass cut and a goal post installed.  Clerk to respond explaining Potter and Harwin re-installing the baby swing and repairing the climbing frame.  Now that the Grass cutting Tender has been agreed we can ask for an early cut.  Goal post is still being considered, Mr Sullivan will make enquiries as to cost.

    10.  County Councillors Report:


Mr Gunson provided feedback on the following by email
· Councils stick closely to Department for Transport guidance when considering 30mph speed limits.  This states that they should only be considered for the core of the settlement where there is continuous frontage development.  The existing 30 terminals are in the correct place and any extension would not meet DfT guidance.  
· Russell Wilson has met the Environment Agency about the Wherryman’s Way on the north side of the Chet.  They have agreed that the following preliminary work is needed to ascertain the best approach to making the path usable for its entire length.  A flood risk assessment should be done.  He reports that simply raising the levels in places where it floods would increase the amount of water in the river further upstream with unknown consequences.  Once the modelling is completed by the Environment Agency, they can then jointly decide on the best approach to the problems on the Wherryman’s Way.  Russell Wilson is trying to get the project included in the ‘Green Infrastructure Plan’.  Presumably this is to enable the flood risk assessment to be funded.  This delay is unsatisfactory but slow progress might be being made.
· I have reported the ‘Give Way’ sign which has been uprooted at the northern junction of Norwich Road, Chedgrave and the Loddon bypass.

Mr Gunson is retiring.  All agreed that the Clerk should write a letter to thank Mr Gunson for his work and support over many years.  His attendance at events has been much appreciated and he has always listened and acted on our behalf.

13. Councillor’s Reports:
· Mr Rockley feedback the Vehicle Activated sign data whilst it was opposite Langley Abbey during 16/2/15 to 01/03/15.  The maximum speed was 75mph and the 85th percentile speed was 40.2mph.  The count was increased to 5135 due to the main road being closed.  Other sites suitable for the Vehicle Activated sign could not be used due to overhanging branches.  John Wheeler agreed to look at this and cut if appropriate.
· Mr Rockley reported the Wherryman’s way past Hardley Flood is very muddy and the hand rail is coming off the bridge.  Clerk to report defect to the Broads Authority. 
· Mr Caston has seen litter within the Parish, making it look untidy and unpleasant. Mr Timmins commented that we need a minimum of 5 people to take part in the Litter Pick.  This will take place during April.  We will receive £20 for taking part and be put in a draw to win £200 which will go towards the Playground Renovation.

· Mr Timmins presented Example Plans of the possible equipment and where it could be placed within the Playground from Sovereign.  We have had 4 responses towards the consultation to date.  A request was put out for everyone to encourage friends, family, neighbours for comments.  NGF play will be visiting on 10 March 2015. A third quote will be obtained in the future.  Mr Timmins has been in contact with WREN to confirm it is acceptable to ask local business for donation, which was agreed.  Spring cleaning of the playground was agreed for 2pm on 22/03/15.
· Mrs Starman produced the Quiz and Buffet poster for display.  The Quiz will take place on 8 May 2015 in the Village Hall with proceeds going towards the Playground Renovation. Clerk to display posters on the Notice Board.

· Mrs Starman reported Fly tipping in the Village Hall bottle bank which was very quickly removed along with some tyres that were dumped recently.

· Mrs Starman read an article in the EDP regarding old playing fields and asked if Monks Meadow was a dedicated Playing field in the Village.  It was thought not.
· Mr Sullivan stated that being on the Electoral Register is not automatic, response must be made to prompts posted or the right to vote will be lost.

· Mr Sullivan reported that ‘Snowdrop Sunday’ at Langley Church was very well attended.  The Snowdrops are well worth a look if anyone missed it.
