1. Apologies for Absence – None
2. Declarations of Interest – Mr Sullivan declared an interest in item 8.3 as he is an employee of Langley School
3. Dispensations for Disclosable Pecuniary Interests – None. 

4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – The minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting.  

5.  Matters for discussion:
5.1 Review Heritage Leaflet – Draft copies were shown along with other village/site leaflets to demonstrate the various layouts and sizes available.  It was agreed by all to go with the largest format.  Additional items to be added to the draft include Bird Hide, Phone box, Village Sign and Playing field.  It is felt the information about both Staithes should be increased, more but smaller pictures of the village (including both churches and Langley Cross) and the millennium parish map should be included.  Mr Sullivan agreed to draft a rough copy to discuss in September’s Meeting.  Once a mock up is prepared, funding can be sought.  If you have any write ups or want to contribute please forward to Mr Sullivan.
5.2 Playground RoSPA Report – The Rospa report condemned some play equipment.  Mr Timmins and Mr Wheeler removed the swing frames ensuring the site is clear and free of risk.  The Multi-play was condemned due to two pieces of timber, which has now been re-ordered following consultation with Parish Councillors in between meetings to avoid delay. No objections were raised.  The timber will allow the equipment to be used throughout the school holidays.  It was recommended we do not spend significant funds carrying out repair work on the remaining equipment.  The sub committee will arrange dates to discuss submitting the grant application.
6. Clerks Report:
· Chet News - Thank you e-mail received from Mr Jack Barwick for donation to Chet News.

· War Memorial Research – Notice has been placed in Chet News and Contact asking for help with the researching of both war memorials.  Had one response.  Clerk will visit Norwich Library in August to search old newspapers from 1919 to support the grant application.
· Notice Board – Dean Baldry submitted a quote for re-siting the old board and installing the new board of £120, all agreed to proceed with quote.

· VAT- Return has been submitted for period 01/04/14 to 31/03/15 £76.09.

· Banking – Barclays confirmed Mr Timmins is now an authorised signatory.

· Resident correspondence – A resident asked if we know who has the key for the Staithe notice board?  Feedback was that Gary Shillings may know or the Sailing Club.

· RoSPA Inspection – Notified Mr Timmins immediately that some equipment was condemned along with a copy of the report.  Asked all Parish Councillors if they had any objections to timber being purchased for an approx cost of £82 prior to the next meeting so the equipment could be in working order for the start of the school holidays, no objections were raised.  

· Charity Fund Raising day – The Swan in Loddon is holding a charity fund raising day on 31st August 12-5pm and asked if we would like a stall free of charge.  Mr Timmins and Mrs Starman were consulted and it was agreed to raise funds for the Play Area and have a ‘Win a bottle of wine’ table.

· Dog Bin annual charge – Invoice sent to Hardley Farms for dog bin annual charge.

· Mazars – The Parish was selected as part of a 5% required for an intermediate audit , this involved supplying further information including the Internal report, Copies of acceptance of office and minutes including anything to do with risk management and insurance coverage.  The Risk Register was not a document reviewed in May, everyone agreed to review in September’s Meeting. 
· Road Name Signs – 6 Road name signs were reported as missing letters or damaged.  South Norfolk will replace these but it will take time to order, manufacture and install.  The finger post’s are County Council responsibility, they will inspect and either repair or replace issuing a reference of: 515627.

· Litter Pick - £20 from South Norfolk Council received for taking part in the Litter pick.  It was agreed to transfer this to the Playground fund account.
· Telephone Box Insurance – Zurich would add an additional £15 to the cost for the Telephone Box however they are happy to waiver it this year.

· Charity Commission – The Charity Commission want an annual return for the Langley with Hardley Parish Trust.  Clerk unsure of what this was.  Parish Councillors confirmed it should be the Langley Poor Trust and is not the Clerks responsibility.  Clerk to find out who is responsible.

Construct indoor swimming pool connected to the house.  Construct veranda connected to the house. All agreed this should be approved.

12.  Councillors Report’s:
· Mrs Kirkpatrick thanked Mr Caston for repairing the Bird Hide door handle and reported a bench has been stolen or removed from inside the hide.  
The Telephone box has been de-spidered and all leaflets are on display and in tact.  The window and doors of the telephone box has been repaired however the door could do with a self shut mechanism, Mrs Kirkpatrick will check if she has anything suitable.  A tourist information sign will be needed in the future.

· Mrs Kirkpatrick thanked Mrs Starman for the funding information regarding Langley Cross.
· Mr Caston suggested books be placed in the Telephone box as well as tourist information.

The Footbridge (third one along) is closed between the Bird Hide and Hardley hall by Broads Authority with no explanation.  Clerk to find out why and when it will be re-opened.

Hardley Church meeting has been postponed, feedback should be available for September’s meeting.

· Mrs Starman asked if it was agreed by all to adopt the telephone box for £1, all agreed.  Clerk to proceed.
Query on when the hedge will be next cut as it is getting high.

· Mr Timmins reported the Mill Midsummer event was very successful. The Beavers are visiting the Mill this evening.  On Saturday a BBC television crew filmed which will be broadcast in October.

Gary Shilling has looked at the goal supports which will need cementing in the ground as the labour is more than anticipated a quote of £100 has been submitted, all agreed to proceed.
· Mr Sullivan promoted St Michael’s Church Langley Art Exhibition on Saturday 1 August to Sunday 9 August 2015 open from 10am-12 and 2-4pm.

The Bird Hide re-painting will take place on Monday 10 August , meeting at Mrs Kirkpatrick’s house at 10am.
