1. Apologies for Absence – None

Clerks Report:
· New Notice Board – The header board for the new notice board, to be placed outside the playing field was found to be missing – this was chased up with the supplier.  The old notice board has not been installed at the new site on Hardley road ‘Meet and Turn corner’ due to the old bus shelters concrete.  Dean Baldry has quoted an additional £45 due to extra material costs.  All agreed to proceed with the location and pay the additional costs quoted.
· Road Signs -  The replacement road signs have been installed however they made an error on the Cross Stone Road sign instead of replacing the damaged one at the end of Hardley road they put it opposite the existing Cross Stone road sign.  This has been reported and will be corrected.

· Asset Register – The goal post and new notice board have been added to the Parish Asset register.

· Gentleman’s Walk Bend – Following the recent accident Highways have been asked to improve the signage of the sharp bend on Gentleman’s walk, this is being looked into.

· Surface Dressing – Grass growing through the recent surface dressing has been reported.  Highways response was that weeds in the centre of the road is not unusual on the minor road network and not something considered a defect however they will take a look at the scale of the issue.

· BT Phone box - The adoption agreement has been sent, the telephony will be removed shortly.  Signs have been put on the Phone box and boards asking how residents would like to see this used.  Chet news and Contact Magazine will run a notice in the Dec/Jan issues.

· Resident Flyer – Clerk prepared a sample flyer for Councillors to consider asking for feeback on the playground, BT phone and to promote the monthly Parish Council meetings.  All agreed on the content.  Nigel Sullivan will arrange copying ready for distribution to all Parish residents. 
· District Councillor – Letter written to Jaan Larner newly elected District Councillor inviting him to our meeting as no e-mail address was yet published.

· War Memorial Grant Application- Work is continuing on the War Memorial Grant application.  Currently establishing ownership.  Mike Caston shared a copy of the 1920 receipt for Hardley War Memorial of £40.
