Matters for Discussion:
5.1 Queens 90th Birthday: The event must take place between 21 April and 12 June 2016 to apply for a £400 grant from South Norfolk Council.  Sunday 5 June was a suggested date for a Community picnic or BBQ with live music as a family friendly event.  A Celebration booklet similar to the one produced when the Playground was previously refurbished was suggested.  The booklet would show a history of the village and local insects, flowers and animals to spot.  A raffle number would be included on the booklet and distributed to all residents as an invitation, a prize drawer would be held on the day.  Mugs as souvenirs were suggested.  It was agreed the Parish Council would fund the food.  Investigations will be made into music, catering, health and safety requirements.
5.2 Award Tender for Grass Cutting: Two quotes received to date Gary Shillings and Dean Baldry (joint) and Norse Commercial Services.  Advertised closing date for Tenders is 18 March 2016.  It was agreed if no further tenders were received Gary Shillings and Dean Baldry’s tender should be accepted. Reason for choice of Gary Shilling/Dean Baldry – Reasonable tender price, local firm, reliability and previous work carried out to a high standard.  If further tenders received this item will be bought forward again in the April meeting.

· Blocked Drains – The blocked drains outside Monks Barn on Langley Street were reported to Highways,

If quote less than £100, Clerk given consent by all to go ahead avoiding further delay.
· Hardley War Memorial - The War Memorial Trust application can now be submitted following permissions from the Archdeacon of Norfolk bypassing the faculty application process.

· Leaflet racks – Loddon tourist Information is now closed. The Library donated some plastic leaflet racks for use if needed in the BT phone box or village hall.

· Defibrillator Training – A training session run by Hannah First Responder trainer will be held at the village Hall in April or May.  Date to be confirmed.

County Councillors Report: Barry Stone provided a report, Copy included within correspondence.  In brief
· Recycling Centres reversed decision to close on Bank Holidays
· A committee will look at the proposals of 5 Clinical Commissioning Groups in Norfolk to ensure there is full consultation about changes.  One is proposing cuts in provision of hearing aids, IVF and community beds.  The cost of social care is assessed according to means and not free. Health care is free and the definitions are confusing.

· It was agreed to reinstate funding for Youth Services although subject to a full review of how provision is delivered. 
· Following increased misuse of Blue Badges the County Council is to appoint a Blue Badge investigations officer to help reduce fraud.  Misuse by people who do not require help makes life harder for genuine users.  To report Blue Badge misuse call 0344 800 8020.

12.  Tree Wardens Report:  200 mixed hedging plants have been ordered for Langley Church.  These are hoped to be planted by end of March beginning of April.  Parish Council agreed Mr Wheeler to purchase a Potted Cherry Tree for the Freda Selby Memorial and be reimbursed.  
13.  Parish Councillors Report’s: 
· Mr Timmins reported the Adnams bid for the swings was successful.  £1610 received.  Action Play and Leisure has installed the Swing on steel posts. An invoice for £3049.20 received of which £508.20 is VAT and recoverable.  The full grant of £1610 to be used paying the balance of £931 from the savings account leaving £551 in the Amenities account for future refurbishment.  Action Play and Leisure sanded the bench top ready for staining.  Age restrictions signs will be removed. 
· Mrs Starman reported any funds left in the Youth account after donating a piece of Play equipment to the Norfolk & Norwich Hospital will be donated to the Playground fund.
· Mr Timmins reported SAM 2 Vehicle Activated sign is up outside Langley Abbey.
· Mrs Starman asked the Clerk to chase the defibrillator light issue with the Coop.
· Mr Wheeler reported the pot holes on Staithe road have been marked out in yellow so should be repaired shortly.
· Mrs Kirkpatrick commented the Queens Birthday reminded her of the Beating of the Bounds.  A historic traditional event where the Mayors of Norwich and Great Yarmouth would meet at Hardley Cross, this could be something to consider in the future.
· Mr Sullivan reported the Entrance gates to the former Langley Park Estate at Thurton on the main road have been damaged.  Norfolk Heritage Trust looking into it.
· Mr Sullivan shared the report and pictures of Langley Church recently published in the Eastern Daily Press and Beccles & Bungay Journal.
· 60 starter homes are proposed in Loddon.   Information available Tuesday 15 March 2016 3-7pm in the Library Annex.
· Mrs Starman reported she will be attending the South Norfolk Council event to help local councils support the Queens Birthday celebrations.
