Matters for Discussion:
5.1 Queens 90th Birthday Celebrations:  A successful event, well attended.  Clerk apologised for the error on the Agenda, £231.08 (not £291.08) banked from the Queen’s Birthday Celebrations along with the £20 donations  each (already banked) from In a Spin Cycles, DRS Plumbing & Heating and Loddon Motor-Tec (totalling £291.08).  Clerk to send a letter of thanks to all organisations sponsoring the event including Loddon & Chedgrave District Society for Marquees, Langley Abbey, Loddon Co-op, Beccles Tesco, Norfolk Honey and The Barber Shop Chedgrave. The Raffle and Ice Cream sales were profitable, it was agreed more Children’s entertainment would be needed for similar future events.
5.2 District Councillor Grant Vehicle Activated Sign: It was agreed to pursue a permanent Vehicle Activated Sign/SAM for the village alongside the third share VAS we currently have.  Clerk to ask Chedgrave how much their smaller more portable sign was.  Clerk to investigate if the Norfolk County Council Parish partnership Programme for small highway improvements could be used alongside the District Councillors Grant.

· Devolution Update – Devolution is the redistribution of power and funding from central to local government.  This means more decision could be made locally by combined authorities.  Public consultation is being undertaken by an independent organisation.  An information booklet is being prepared by Norfolk County Council and will be distributed to all residents. You can take part in on line consultation at www.eastangliadevo.co.uk, e-mail haveyoursay@norfolk.gov.uk or telephone 0345 6031842. 
· Boundary Review- South Norfolk is retaining 46 Councillors, each will look after approx 2500 electors each.  The Boundary Commission will evaluate the actual boundaries and numbers for each ward and where necessary re-draw these boundaries.

· Wherryman’s Way – A private meeting for Parish Councils will be arranged with Russell Wilson.  An outline plan is to cut trees along the bank, put them behind the bank to anchor then backfill with dredged material, this is a long term project taking many years.  It is suggested the Bird Hide be moved.  The Diversion is to continue along the road.

Mr Watson asked why the Parish Police report is no longer available – Clerk to investigate and report back.
·   Mr Timmins reported the SAM2 Vehicle Activated sign is up.  The painting of Playground equipment is delayed while awaiting the ROSPA report.
·   Mrs Starman has received a request for an additional Dog Waste bin on Langley Green.  Clerk to find out the cost and report.  Mrs Starman commented on the height of the grass verges causing danger to pedestrians and motorists – Clerk to report.  Mrs Starman asked if a Quiz should be arranged after the success of last years to continue fundraising for the Playground – Clerk to put on September agenda.
·   Mrs Kirkpatrick was pleased to announce everything is in place for refurbishment of Langley Cross with work starting 18 July 2016.  Parish Council to visit Langley Cross on Sunday 4 September 2016 Meeting at Langley School Car Park 2.30pm.  Mrs Kirkpatrick handed over care of the BT Phone box to Mr Watson.
