· Devolution update – Sajid Javid, Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government recently met with Council and business leaders in Norfolk and Suffolk.  Sajid Javid believes it is a good deal and would make a positive difference to the lives of local residents.

· Buses – Daniel Yellop will be carrying out research following numerous complaints about revised bus services.
· Ash dieback disease (Chalara) – A current three year plan of work will allow the county council to identify and assess the condition of ash trees adjacent to the County’s roads and footpaths.

· Wind Energy – Communities in Norfolk are being consulted about the proposed route of onshore power lines.
