4. Minutes of the Previous Meeting – Minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting.

Matters for Discussion:
5.1  Parish Council vacancy.  A Councillor spoke to a suitable resident and had invited them to this meeting.  The vacancy will be advertised in the next copy of Chet News.  Councillors continue to make enquiries to fill vacancy.  Agenda item for next month.
5.2  Playground Opening Ceremony.  Mr Sullivan commented that the event will encourage community togetherness and be an opportunity to celebrate the improved playground facilities. Mrs Kirkpatrick, Mr Timmins and Mr Wheeler to hold a meeting to discuss in more detail the joint venture with the Village Hall.  An update will then be given to Mr Sullivan.

However due to Councillors prior commitments it was agreed to see if the date could be changed to Sunday 4th March 2018.  Mr Timmins agreed to display advertising posters once the date had been confirmed.  Councillors agreed as in previous years to each cover various roads.
